*Make a confession of all the sins you have 

committed, as you pray. Nothing is hidden 

from the Lord.  He knows all things* 

Father, I confess that I strayed from your 

fold and went back to the world. I am deeply 

sorry. Please forgive me. I want to come 

back to you. I rededicate my life to you 

wholly, and promise to remain true. Thank 

you for your mercy and loving kindness, 

Father; and for sending Jesus Christ to die 

for my sins.  In Jesus’ Name I pray.  Amen. 
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
